Article I - The Organization
Section 1
Name: The name of this organization shall be the Arnold Band Boosters, hereinafter referred to
as “the Boosters”.

Section 2
Purpose: The purpose of the Boosters shall be to foster and promote the image and reputation of
the Arnold High School Band, hereinafter referred to as “the Band”. To this end, the Boosters shall:

3. Aid in providing funds for instruments, equipment, support expenses not

usually met by the Bay County School Board. Financial support shall be in
accordance with the annual budget, this Constitution and the Bylaws of this
organization. Equipment purchased by the Band Boosters shall be donated to

the Band.

4. Refuse to entertain personal grievances and refer the complainant to school
officials.

5. Assist the Band Director and cooperate with the school principal in accordance
with the school policies and the policies of this organization.

6. Abstain from interfering with the administrative functions of the school
